Visual artists apply for free three-month residencies at FraserStudios, with
over 40 sculptors, painters, video and digital artists and graffiti artists having
taken up space so far. Performing artists use FraserStudios to rehearse, develop
aproduction or advance their craft, often concluding with an informal performance.

Queen Street Studio manager and artist Peter Volich says “There have
been a multitude of outcomes for the artists who have worked here: exhibitions
both locally and interstate, open days, studio visits by curators and more...
there’s an electric exchange of ideas when the visual and performing artists
get together, and we regularly open the doors to the public so the locals can
drop in and see it all happen.”
